“Zoning Bylaw, 1995, No. 6700, Amendment Bylaw, 2015, No. 8421" (Parking
Requirement Reductions for Liquor Primary and Licensee Retail)

The proposed Zoning Amendment Bylaw would reduce the parking requirements
for Liquor Primary establishments and Licensee Retail Stores from one space per
11.62 sq. m. (125 sq. ft.) of licensed gross floor area plus one space per 46.45 sq.
m. (500 sq. ft.) for remaining gross floor area to one space per 46.45 sq. m. (500
sq. ft.) of total gross floor area. The proposed parking reductions would apply to
new businesses.
